Treasurer’s Report: Mark McCulloch - September, October, November Financials distributed. Congratulations Mark on the After a few calculations we’re $86,000 in the black from the conference. $12000 in accounts payable that will pay by year-end. Including outstanding $12,000, net income for 2013 is  $76,753. Does not include a few collectables—if we do $82,300. A couple negative numbers in the Accounts Payable—this is a posting error. Lisa will correct. Expenses side a couple items--exhibit hall up for cost—but food is included this year—where food is down on food budget so that makes sense.

Bureau of EMS Report –Ken Sharp –Rebecca and Joe Ferrell out today unexpectedly.  
· System Registry moving along nicely—E-payment options will are targeted to roll out on January 30rd. 
· Responding to inquiries from the EMS Study meeting in Novemeber. Watts trying to get info on training expectations. Also Sen. Danielson and former Sen Hancock. Interested in training items and processes, and how the Bureau communicates with the EMS folks in the rural areas of the state to make sure we’re reaching out to them. Want to know what the future of EMS in Iowa looks like and what they can do to make it better. Danielson is making a concerted effort and has been in touch with his team a lot. But it’s clear much of what he’s asking about is not in line with theIt isn’t clear how much his efforts are aligned with the information that came out of the EMS Study Group. Haven’t heard anything on intended bills—but will continue to monitor that and as they hear about them and be in touch with IEMSA on that as we go. 

· Last meeting follow-up—re-organization date of  January 1—not making as fast progress as we’d like. EMS Bureau-is leveraging experience and expertise of Steve Mercer and EMS Coordinators—to get this done. As they have attended town hall meetings—and study meetings, it is obvious accessible and reasonable training opportunities is an issue to address. Staff alignments are being made to address the training and educational concerns. They are also going to reach out the training organizations. Need to support better. Trying to free up resources to support them with technical assistance as much as possible. CDOR staff to help Joe Ferrel to help with investigations ongoing, that he was doing previously alone. Again--nothing formalized—still working to get resources to better utilize resourcesfree up resources to address the concerns  we’re hearing. 

Jerry asked Ken,  and asked him to forward to REBECCA—that Jeff Dumermuth, Jerry Ewers, Linda Frederiksen, and Curtis Hopper all Board Members of IEMSA, have meet with the University of Iowa about the community paramedicine program. Rebecca is teaching it at the EMS Leadership conference January 30th. Jerry suggested that possibly Dr. Tilly and Rose Adam and the Bureau and IEMSA move forward with a Stakeholders meeting to work on formalizing a way for training centers to learn to do this. Also, how we can distribute information about this program. Ken indicated he’ds share with Rebecca and asked Jerry to send him an email with the key players and he would discuss it with Rebecca and see what they can do. 
Jerry Ewers also asked if the Final Report was out from the Legislative EMS Study committee? Ken thinks what is out is what we’ll get for now.  There was a document online—we thought it was a summary—Ken will look to see if there is anything else--but for now—this is probably all we’ll have.
Executive: Executive Committee is working tightly with lobbyist, and on small conferences put on by IEMSA this year. Working on annual budget with will draft a budget for board review  at the January 29th board meeting --for approval. Sent out an email about committee assignments—get back to Jerry if you have not yet—about what you’d like to do—your strengths. January meeting will post the assignments for 2014.  
Conference: Scanning was a lot easier. Region board members, let Jeff know what companies might be interested in corporate sponsors and he will make the rounds to ask for corporate sponsorships for our 25th year. 
Legislative:  Linda Frederiksen – lots of legislative info in the Voice. Leadership conference information—Drury Inn—now the location of the conference. Very nice conference facility. Bus only folks—online registration is being set up so we know how many people we’ll need to transport to and from the capitol on January 30th at 6:30am. Curtis, Mary and Mark attended EMS Summitt. We got notes from Fmr. Sen. Hancock—and Sen. Danielson. Mark  Sachen. said the biggest thing was “ESSENTIAL SERVICE”. There was one local government spokesperson there that said, “We don’t have to provide that”. That’s a problem. One thing that reasonates, is if we strengthen our legislative platform. Linda talked to Mike Triplett—Mike is going to bring in a lawyer that has great working relationships with Sen. Danielson. This could help us tremendously. One of the things we heard is that there could be something that happened a few years ago that effects Mike’s effectiveness with Danielson. This is something that will cost us a little more. But will be decided in budget meeting and let everyone know.
